Memorandum of Agreement on Academic Cooperation
Between

Rajamangala University of Technology Rattanakosin

And

The Newton Group

BETWEEN THE UNDERSIGNED

The Newton Group by Mr.Thanin Au-Aphithom, CEO of The Newton Group located at 9¢th Floor,
SiamScape Building 215 Phaya Thai Rd, Pathumwan, Bangkok 10330 (hereinafter referred to as Newton) and
Rajamangala University of Technology (RMUTR) by Assoc. Prof. Udomvit Chaisakulkiet, Ph.D, the president,
located at 96 Phutthamonthon Sai 5 Road, Salaya, Phutthamonthon, Nakhon Pathom, 73170 Thailand
(hereinafter referred to as RMUTR)

Both together are referred to as “The Parties” or separately as indistinctively as “The Party”

RMUTR means Rajamangala University of Technology Rattanakosin,

Newton means The Newton Group (consists of the following affiliated schools: The Newton Sixth
Form School, The Newton Business School, and OpenSchoot).

RICE means Rattanakosin International College of Creative Entrepreneurship of Rajamangala

University of Technology Rattanakosin,

MHESI means Ministry of Higher Education, Science, Research and Innovation of the Kingdom of
Thailand.

B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship means Bachelor of Management Program in Creative Design
Entrepreneurship (International Program) of RMUTR under the academic collaboration agreement with
Campus d’Excellence des Métiers d’Art et du Design de Paris, Manufactures des Gobelins, Ministry of
Education and Youth Affairs and Ministry of Higher Education, Research and Innovation of the French

Republic. The program is operated by RICE



HNC Level 4 means UK'’s Higher National Certificate level four recognized by the British
Government and the governments of the EU Member States as equivalent to one year of study of bachelor’s
degree programs in the three-year bachelor degree system conventionally operated in UK and EU.

HND Level 5 means UK’s Higher National Diploma level five recognized by the British Government
and the governments of the EU Member States as equivalent to two years of study of bachelor’s degree
programs in the three-year bachelor degree system conventionally operated in UK and EU.

Pearson Education’s curricula means HNC Level 4 and HND Level 5 curricula in Art and Design of
UK’s Pearson Education Group. Pearson Education Group is a British privately owned education group
operating academic book publishing, as well as academic assessment services for individual students, schools
and corporations,

DN-MADE means Diplome National des Metiers d°Art et du Design, a French government educational

qualification fully recognized by French Ministry of Higher Education Research and Innovation with equivalent

rank and level of Bachelor Degree

IT HAS BEEN AGREED BY ALL PARTIES AS FOLLOWS:
Article One: Cooperation

1.1The parties agreed that Newton has obligations and responsibility as follows:

1.1.1 Public Relations and Counselling of the B.M. Creative Design Eatreprencurship to

Newion existing and prospective students

(A) Publicize the B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship, its existing and potential core-elective
concentrations to the existing students of Newton through various means both counselling sessions and through
other means of communication

(B) Publicize the B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship as a bundle t;) its HNC Level 4 / HND Level
5in Art & Design to prospective students and their families.

{C) The public refations and counselling of B.M. Creative Design Entreprencurship to both existing
and prospective students of Newton will focus on the opportunity for students to;

1. Further two academic years to obtain bachelor degree



2. Opportunity for students to spend one year in France studying with one of the member
education institutions of the Campus d’Excellence des Metiers d’Art et du Design de Paris,
Manufacture des Gobelins

3. Opportunity for students to obtain their second bachelor’s degree in Art Profession and
Design (DN-MADE) from Ministry of Higher of Education Research and Innovation of the French
Republic
{ D) Allow RICE of RMUTR to use its premises for marketing communication and education

counselling purposes twice a year

1.1.2 Preparation for students to further their studies in B.M. Creative Design

Entreprencurship.

(E) Keep records and evidence of students” achievements of learning outcomes according to Pearson
Education’s curricula and learning outcomes specified in the intended subject courses of B.M. Creative Design
Entrepreneurship Program and submit to RMUTR’s designated person before the students’ commencement of
their study at RMUTR.

(F) Inform RICE of RMUTR of the interested existing and prospective students in current and potential
core-elective concentrations of B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship. Consult with RMUTR on how to
accommeodate such students based on mutually acceptable conditions.

(G) Open elective courses/modules of its existing program that correspond to the B.M. Creative Design
Entrepreneurship’s curriculum structure in order to enhance the credit transfer opportunities for students.

(H) Manage students to take internationally recognized English Language Proficiency Examination
before lodging an apptication for B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship.

The Parties agreed that RMUTR and RICE has the following obligations and responsibilities;

1.2.1 Amangement for Credit Transfer and admission of students

(A) Develop a program matriculation matrix between Newton’s HNC Level 4 / HND Level 5 in Art &
Design and its B.M. Creative Design Entrepreneurship according to MHESRI’s guidelines on credit and
learning outcome transfer B.E. 2565 .

(B) Arrange studies plan for each of the students from Newton to ensure that they will obtain their

bachelor degrees (both B.M. and DN-MADE) within two academic years

(C) Modify the program to accommodate different pre-admission condition of Newton students



(D) Arrange competency tests for Newton students for subject courses that learning outcomes cannot
be transferred using existing evidences and records from Newton’s HNC Level 4 or HND Level 5 in Art &
Design

1.2.2 Arrangement of Teaching, Instruction, and Training for Newton Students

(E) Allow Newton students to use its facilities for learning practicum courses in exchange with the use
of Newton’s facilities, use of Newton’s teaching staff or arrangement of some sessions of certain subject courses
by Newton.

(F) Arrange certain application-based courses that Newton do not have facilities or expertise to arrange
the class on its own. The compensation of the class arrangement can be on monetary or barter bases depending
on a by-case agreement between the designated persons of the Parties.

Article Two: Contract Term

2.1 This agreement shall come into effect the day it is signed by the duly authorized persons of Newton
and RMUTR. If the Parties sign at two different dates, the latest is the only valid agreement to determine the
term for five years from the sign-date. It shall remain in effect until the expiration of the term.

2.2 The agreement shall be renewable by a mutual written agreement. The Parties agreed to meet no
later than twelve months prior to the end of the term to determine whatever they should enter into a new
contractual agreement and discuss possible new conditions. The new agreement shall be executed no fater than
six months prior to the end of the term.

2.3 This agreement can be partially amended by a mutual written agreement of the Parties and is deemed
as a part of this agreement.

2.4 The parties can terminate this agreement by the prior written.

Article Three: Exclusivity

3.1 The Parties agreed that neither of them, by themselves or through other nominee organizations,
shail not, during the period of this agreement collaborate with any other educational institutions within the
Kingdom of Thailand in the following matters;

3.1.1 RICE of RMUTR shall not make any arrangement for other educational institutions
within the Kingdom of Thailand to admit their students with Higher Vocational Certificates or

equivalent in the field of design, applied arts, and art professions.



3.1.2 Newton shall not collaborate with other higher educational institutions in the Kingdom

of Thailand to send their students in the domains curreatly offered in the B.M. Creative Design

Entreprencurship to obtain bachelor degree or equivalent.

3.1.3 In case of problems in interpretation, the Thai version shall prevail.

This memorandum of agreement is made in duplicate in the Thai and English languages and each party

holds one copy of each language. In case of divergence of interpretation, the Thai language version shall prevail.
